TO LOAD:  Pull “up® and out until magazine cover is open as far as it will go. (See FIG.1). Squeeze plier closed and
insert staple stick through loading guide, rear end first, as shown in FIG. 2. Let front end of stick drop in.
Be sure it drops in completely. Push magazine cover closed as shown in FIG. 3, until you hear a “click®
indicating that it is completely closed.

TO DISASSEMBLE: (Assembly is reverse) Remove lever pin and operating lever. Remove loading guide by squeezing in
on sides. Remove magazine cover by disengaging front from pusher and then pulling it out. Squeeze driver
tips together with pliers until disengaged from driver arm. Swing driver arm open. Remove drive bearings.
Remove magazine spring from atop clincher arm spring. Disengage front tabs of clincher arm spring from
clincher am and remove clincher arm spring. Push retainer rear leg out from under magazine, and lift out
assembly of core, pusher, pusher spring and retainer.
